Personal Gear for Winter Campouts
· Camp weather is always unpredictable, whether you are camping in the Valley, the Coast, or the Sierra’s; bring clothing appropriate for heat, cold, rain or even snow.

· The official BSA Class “A” uniform is always worn during travel, at flag ceremonies, and dinner (Klondike camp).

· The official BSA Class “B” T-shirts will be worn any other time.

· If prescription meds are required, inform Scout Master before leaving.
· Be sure all personal items are marked with your full name.
· Important all items you bring must be packed in or attached to one backpack or gear bag. Most camps require you to hike in, and you would need to carry everything you bring in one trip to and from the car – no one will carry your things for you. Don’t pack more than you need.
· Also, NO FOOD IN TENTS this will attract wild animals, and they won’t have a problem ripping open you tent and ruining your trip.
